TRANSPORTATION

® Taxis: The fare system is based on both distance and time. Fares are x 1,900 for the first
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2km and x 100 for each additional 144 meters. If the taxi is moving at less then 15km/hour an

additional charge of x 100 per 35 seconds is added to the fare. The fare between the Incheon

International Airport and downtown Seoul is usually around x 50,000 (including the toll),

however it can be higher due to congested traffic. Fares also increase by 20% between

midnight at 4.00am.

® Deluxe Taxi: The fare is 4,500KRW for the first 3km and 200KRW for each additional 164
meters or 39 seconds: (+82 2 558 8000)

® Taxi Van: The fare is the same as the Deluxe Taxi, however this is more convenient for those
who have large baggage: (+82 2 888 2000)

® Subway: There are 10 subway lines in Seoul/Kyungki Province. A subway map is usually

located above the ticket window, most of them are written in Korean and English. The

numbers next to the station name on the map indicate the subway fare to the destination from

the present station. Some stations have a yellow box near the ticket window which contains

free subway maps for you to keep.

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TRANSPORTATION

® City Buses: There are two types of bus services in Korea; a regular local and a seated coach

bus and they are both numbered according to route. The bus system is very extensive and
covers the majority of the city. Fares can be paid upon boarding with cash (1,000KRW) or
with a transportation card. To stop the bus at your destination, push one of the stop buttons
located along the interior of the bus as you approach you preferred stop. City express

coaches are called ‘Jwaseok’ and the fare is approximately 1,300KRW. Normal fares are as

below:*
Distance Fare
For a basic 10km or less 900 Won
For each additional 5km 100 Won

*Transportation cards are available near bus stops and at subway stations in cost variations from 1,000KRW to
50,000KRW

® Trains: Trains are usually full on weekends and holidays so reservations and advance ticket
purchases are highly recommended.

Gyeongbokgung Palace (The premier ancient palace of Korea)

Gyeongbokgung Palace was the main
residence of the royal family during the
Joseon Dynasty (1392-1910), it boasts an
impressive 600 years of history. Built by
Taejo Seonggye Lee (ruled 1392-1398),

founder of the Joseon Dynasty, the palace

. was completed in 1395 after the capital of
the nation was changed from Gaeseong to
Hanyang (current Seoul). The 495,000 D

area of Gyeongbokgung Palace includes the
‘Geunjeongjeon’, the main hall where official ceremonies took place and government officials could
see the King, the 'Gyeonghoeru’, where banquets were given for diplomatic reasons, and

‘Hyangwonjeong', an artificial island created inside a pond.

Mt. Namsan (The apex of Seoul’s night view)

265m above sea level, Mt. Namsan is a symbolic mountain located
in the center of Seoul. While is has a relatively low elevation, the
surrounding areas make for a fantastic view, which explains the
popularity of the mountain as a resting place for Seoul's citizens. At
the top of Mt. Namsan are the Palgakjeong Pavilion, Seoul Tower,

and a marine aquarium, and on the way up are the Namsan Library,

fountain, and botanical garden. The summit can be reached by

taking the hiking trail or by riding a cable car.

A symbol of Seoul, the Hangang River runs from east to west with an
average depth of 2.5m and a width of 175m. The river is crossed by 23
bridges and there are excursion boats plying between Yeoido and Jamsil.

The most popular tourist attraction is the night lights of Seoul. The lights

shine in the dark and the traffic lights form lines that go on without the

end in sight. During the winter, the night wind can get very cold, so prepare with warm clothing.
